Mini Kashi sees some development, awaits more

Former PM Atal
Bihari Vajpayee’s
village Bateshwar in
Agra district is
famous for a series of
temples, Yamuna
ghats, the Varanasi-
like flow of the river
and its traditional
cattle fair

AGRA: The pilgrim spot of
Bateshwar, also termed mini
Kashi by its residents, is await-
ing more development after
having seen some projects get
off the ground.

The inauguration of the first
phase of the Kashi Vishwanath
Corridor in Varanasi, also
known as Kashi, has renewed
hope among the locals here.

The residents cherish the leg-
acy of former prime minister
the late Atal Bihari Vajpayee for
whom Bateshwar in Agra dis-
trict was his ancestral village.

The past

Bateshwar was once notorious
for its proximity to the Chambal
ravines that were home to
dreaded dacoits. The hamlet is
also known for a series of Shiva
temples from which it derives
the name “Chhoti Kashi” or
“mini Kashi”. It is believed that
there were 101 temples on the
banks of the Yamuna at one
time. Only 41 of these temples
have survived in present-day
Batehswar, about 65 kilometres
from the Agra district head-
quarters.

Like the Ganga in Varanasi,
the Yamuna in Bateshwar flows
in a direction opposite to its nat-
ural course.

In the past, Maharaja Badan
Singh, ancestor of former UP
minister Raja Aridaman Singh,
had diverted the flow of the
Yamuna by constructing a dam
here and got Shiva temples built
at the ghats in 1646. With the
modification in its course, the
river took the shape of a cres-
cent moon in Bateshwar, much
like in Varanasi, which is about
590 kilometres away in eastern
Uttar Pradesh.

Maharaja Badan Singh’s suc-
cessors maintained the Yamuna

ghats. Every year, the rural belt
of Bateshwar comes to life
before Diwali during October-
November when it hosts the
second biggest cattle fair after
the one at Sonepur in Bihar.
Buyers used to come even from
south India and thousands of
devotees take a dip in the
Yamuna on the occasion of Kar-
tik Purnima, which marks the
culmination of the festivities.

Ancestral village of
former PM

In his younger days, Vajpayee
used to love bathing at the
Yamuna ghats in Bateshwar. He
unfurled the national flag dur-
ing the Quit India Movement in
1942 at a building, which is now
more popular as “Jangalat
Kothi” at the peak of a hillock in
Bateshwar village. Vajpayee’s
ancestral house is now almost
in ruins. It lies on the way to
Jangalat Kothi.

Vajpayee’s ashes reached
Bateshwar after his demise in
2018 and were immersed in the
Yamuna. The village caught the
attention of many at that time.
The visitors included chief min-
ister Yogi Adityanath, who
promised to make the memory
of Vajpayee come alive in this

village. Some projects picked up
pace. A part of the Yamuna
ghats was renovated under a UP
tourism department project at
an initial cost of Rs 3.5 crore.

Projects planned

“A charter of demands was
placed before chief minister
Yogi Adityanath who was posi-
tive about having such projects
aimed at beautifying the Batesh-
war temples, its ghats and plans
to keep alive the memories of
former PM Atal Bihari Vaj-
payee. Work has begun and
ghats are being renovated at a
cost of Rs 3.5 crore by the UP
government’s tourism depart-

ment,” said Raja Aridaman
Singh, former UP cabinet minis-
ter. Aridaman Singh had been
an MLA from Bah for half-a-
dozen terms and has wide-
spread influence as scion of the
Bhadawar royal family.

“Certain projects are to be
undertaken by the state culture
department. The primary task is
to have a uniformity of the
‘ghats’ and beautification of the
series of 41 existing temples on
the banks of Yamuna. Token
money of Rs 10 lakh has been
released out of the project cost
of Rs 12 crore for the purpose.
The civil work to be undertaken
includes bringing up “Vajpayee
Yagya Shala” and construction
of a pantoon bridge between
Bateshwar and Kalyanpur Bhar-
tar for smoother movement of
devotees and residents,” stated
Aridaman Singh, who is also the
chairman of the Bateshwar
Teerth Sthal Trust, a private
trust looking after the main
temple. The Trust has the subdi-
visional magistrate (SDM) Bah
as its ex-officio secretary.

four-lane connectivity to
Bateshwar with the upcoming
Bundelkhand Expressway to
promote religious tourism,”
said Singh.

Sanitation and waste
management

Ram Pratap Singh, convenor for
the Agra chapter of the Indian
National Trust for Art and Cul-
tural Heritage (INTACH), said a
master plan for the develop-
ment of Bateshwar was for-
warded to the state government
in 2011 during Bahujan Samaj
Party chief Mayawati’s tenure as
the Uttar Pradesh chief minis-
ter. The then Agra divisional
commissioner Amrit Abhijat
focussed on Bateshwar and
revived tradition of Yamuna
aarti, said Ram Pratap Singh
who added that Rs 16 crore was

war emerged as a major market
of the cattle trade. Even the Brit-
ish army used to wait for the
Bateshwar fair to buy high-qual-
ity horses. Till date, the Batesh-
war fair has the best market for
horses just like the Pushkar fair
is considered the best for cam-
els,” said Ram Pratap Singh.

“Barring the Covid-hit recent
past, the district panchayat gen-
erates a smart sum of money
from the traditional cattle fair
organised at Bateshwar close to
Diwali. That income could be
used for the development of
Bateshwar,” said Ram Pratap
Singh who is in favour of involv-
ing voluntary organisations like
INTACH in the effort.

Locals complain
Recently, a handful of locals and
activists seeking the betterment
